In the spring of 1990, Gry was confined to bed with an intensely throat infection and sinusitis. A real drastic cure with antibiotics took away the sinusitis. But still her blood pressure remained high, even after that the treatment was completed. 


-The same summer I went on a trip with the ferryboat to Kiel (Germany) with some friends. Unfortunately on this trip a lot of persons got the salmonella infection.  So again confined to bed, and I didn't drink or eat in weeks, says Gry. 


After the salmonella infection, the blood pressure was unacceptably high. There were clear indications that she had an infection in her body, but which one? Gry felt worthless and with the time she began to feel strong pains in her body. Stifles in the limbs and the back and big bodily fluids. Nobody understood how she felt, and she was sent from specialist to specialist. 


Not until January 1992 the doctors found out what was the problem with Gry. The very serious disease had attacked Gry: Pulseless disease. An artery infection that only has one known exit - death. 


-I lost the pulse in my right arm and in the left one it's thumping. I was permanently dizzy and my blood pressure was really bad. The artery pulse was growing together, says Gry. Who only knew the name of the disease, that it was serious and that there were two more cases like hers in Norway.

SHE GAINED 45 POUNDS!

Gry had large doses of cortisone and in the time of two months she gained approx. 45 pounds. 


After taking 60 mg. of cortisone daily during one month. It was decided to reduce the daily dose gradually. After six months the daily dose was 30 mg. and her doctor, Dr. Arne Svilaas, then said that they should make a check-up of her skeleton. Gry was on the boarder to bone fragi1ity at the age of 22. The cortisone had been 'eating' most of her calcium. 


I've always been an active sports-person and also a social person. But then I became a social hermit. I felt embarrassed to show myself in Kongsberg (hometown), if I wanted to socialise I went to other cities, where no one could recognise me. I was living like this for about two years and a half. I spent most of my time indoors, says Gry and take a sip of coral water.

The reaction of the infection in the artery wall results in reduced flow of blood that can give a reduction of sight, headaches or cramps. The prognoses are bad - most patients die within 5 years after the disease has been diagnosed. In Norway there are 3 known cases. In Denmark 1980  - 5 cases were established. It's treated with cortisone or cytotoxin. But the secondary effects of the cortisone are big. This because the doses of cortisone have to be high to give the wishing effect. In more easy cases a surgical treatment can be necessary to ease the flow of blood.

Doctor: - Medical Sensation!

�There is no doubt about that Ms. Gry Sommerstads case is a medical sensation! And especially in relation to the literature which is available about the 'pulseless disease'. The literature tells us that patients with this disease on average only live five years after that they've been having the prognose.  Says the specialist in general medicine. Dr. Ame Svilaas. Gry has been my patient since 1990 and Pre checked her every month. Within the last two years there has been a radical improvement and it's not unlikely that the improvement has to due with the use of coral water.
