Wiser with high pH

If your brain has a high pH the chance of you also having a high intelligence quotient 

( I.Q. ) is big. This is what scientists by John Radcliff Hospital in Oxford consider.

If this is true it’s the first time as intelligence can be connected to a biochemical marker.

By using a magnetically resonance tomography (MR) scientists measured the pH of 42 boys, in the age between 6-13 years old. At the same time they went through an intelligence test that was worked out especially for children’s I.Q. and the pH-level of the brain. (A correlation of 1 means a total connection, while 0 shows that the connection is haphazard). 

The study showed that the boys with the highest pH also were considerably more intelligent than the ones with low pH. The results don’t mean that the alkalinity of the brain cells direct control the intelligence.

On the other hand they indicate a connection and they also raise the question if it’s possible to manipulate the human beings IQ by raising the pH of the brain.
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
